On the first Saturday of 2017, a group of old St. Paulian girls
turned the clock back to their secondary school days and
competed in a friendly table tennis tournament. 11 ladies whose
graduation year spanned from 1987 to 2014 signed up for the
games this year.

By group consent, we decided to let fate determine who our
teammates should be and held a ballot to mix up different
generations of players into 3 teams, namely, “Dream Team”, “Ping
Pong Angels” and “TT Monsters” — each led by a young ex-
school team member. Under this novel approach, we had the
opportunity to partner with players we had never met, and also
to level out the skills of each team. Unlike men’s division which is
often competitive (if not hostile), as players, we encouraged our
newly paired-up teammates; also as spectators, we cheered for
our good friends no matter which team or year they belong to.

We seized the moment to play until we were sweating from head
to toe, knowing that playing table tennis does not only help us
keep fit (a lifelong struggle for most ladies), but also let us bond
with our old friends and make new ones.

While fierce rounds of spins, strokes and smashes were
presented on the table, continuous dialogues were exchanged
on the cheering stands. The tournament offered a great
opportunity for St. Paulian girls to get together to share banter,
little stories or life experience. We may have graduated from St.
Paul’s in different years, been taught by different teachers, or
chosen different walks of life, but meeting and playing with other
fellow alumni is always an enriching experience.

He is currently an
assistant professor in theology at the China Graduate
School of Theology. Seewai has an equally colourful
resume as an engineering graduate who dabbled in
advertising before becoming a successful entrepreneur
and now a film-maker.

The students were as inspired as | was by all the
speakers. On behalf of the Mentor Programme, |
would like to thank the speakers for all their engaging
presentations. Through the successful conclusion of
another Career Day, the Mentor Programme has once
again connected so many alumni with the school to
ensure that the SPCC spirit lives on.

We see more and more of it in the news — the start-up scene in
Hong Kong has been slowly booming over the past few years.
Although it is encouraging to see some successful cases
popping up, and to witness co-working spaces blossoming
around the city to give budding entrepreneurs a place to call
home, honestly there is still a lot of room for improvement.
Meanwhile, the global scene has transformed from a blindfolded
investment frenzy to calculated risk-taking — gone are the days
when you could “trick” your way past a few venture capitalists,
with a sexy business plan that contains nothing more than a
pure idea without evidence or execution.

Thus comes the perfect time to organise a start-up talk. In
addition to demystifying start-ups and investment, it would be
valuable to physically connect St. Paulians who are interested
in the field or even actually working within it — for good
discussions, new ideas, and perhaps future investments and
start-up partners.

We would like to thank our three speakers, Mr Freeman Ho (2008),
Mr Brian Lo (2005), and Mr Jeffrey Cheung (1982) — who spent the
afternoon on 11 February 2017 with us — for enlightening us on the

start-up journey, from crowdfunding, to market penetration, and
to getting investment. Freeman shared with us his experience and
advice on the crowdfunding platform Kickstarter, recommending
careful judgment after synthesising takeaways from successful
projects and ridiculous failures. Brian walked us through his
career journey and the chaotic yet energetic start of the Deliveroo
Hong Kong business, where the stories on handling customer
complaints and dealing with fierce competition inspired us on
what it really takes to be an entrepreneur. Jeffrey discussed the
spectrum of start-up investing and what the investors are looking
for, emphasising the importance of the founding team members
and the value in execution and operation.

We would also like to thank our moderator Mr Vincent Leung
(1994), and our audience of 80 fellow alumni, for making the
conversation interactive and insightful. It gave us great pleasure
to organise the first Technology and Entrepreneurship Career
Panel with SPCCAA. As part of the plans of our new Youth
Group, following the SPCC Young Alumni’s Summer Gathering
held in August 2016, we shall connect alumni of all years from
different sectors through career panels such as this one.
