A MUSICAL TRIBUTE TO MS LEUNG
LAI MEI - THE WORST KEPT SECRET

WARREN LEE, MUSIC DIRECTOR (1994)

Though the pending retirement of our beloved Headmistress of the primary school, Ms Leung Lai Mei at the end of the 2020-
2021 academic year was known for quite some time, many of us have been preoccupied with either Zoom teaching, YouTubing or
otherwise coping with the new norms under the light of the pandemic in the past year and a half. In any case, we all would like her “last
day” to come later rather than sooner, and chose to live in denial for as long as we could.

As far back as 18 months prior to her “last day”, I knew I had to come up with the musical goods — something fitting to pay tribute
to the 39 years of her unconditional love and selfless devotion to her students, their families and our alma mater. On one evening
during the early days of the lockdown back in February 2020, I took out a pen and a piece of manuscript paper, and subconsciously
entered a stage of “flow” — a state in which composers feel that their hands are merely borrowed by a higher being. (Admittedly, I
had a lot of assistance on the lyrics from Google; though credit must go to my Primary Four Chinese teacher, Ms Leung herself!) The
musical tribute to Ms Leung, “ 1 4F45 A\ was ready with 18 months to spare.

The plan — which now sounds more like a fantasy — was for all school choirs to record the song on an album which would have been
a 105" Anniversary project; and the scene was set for hundreds of students and alumni, surrounding Ms Leung with their voices,
smiles and hugs in the Summer Concert of 2021.

Then, reality set in as the school year progressed. Down but not out, “ 4 4F48} A\~ has become the biggest virtual collaboration
mission! Not only did the 120 students in the three primary school choirs participate in this project, but I also made this a term
assignment of the Programme for the Musically Gifted, in which the students arranged and recorded instrumental parts to the song.
What could be more fitting than to engage her former students to truly reflect the magnitude of Ms Leung’s contributions over
generations? As it turned out, a quick phone call with Paul So (1990) and Denise Yam (1991), Chairpersons of the Alumni Choir

did the trick and my request for alumni participation (specifically, former students
of Ms Leung) was met with much enthusiasm. Before I knew it, Paul and Denise
rang back to ask if they could have more quotal

In an FBI sort of way, the music scores, Putonghua pronunciation help kit, demo
video, MMO and MMM audios with click tracks, instructions and whatnots were
disseminated to well over a hundred people. It must have been the worst kept secret
ever! (Truth be told, Ms Leung did know of the song around the time I completed
writing it, because I shared it with her in hope of cheering her up on the day when
she was in despair over the pandemic and how detrimental it might be on students’
learning.)

It was by no means an easy song to put together without face-to-face rehearsals or
just with self-help literature. All singers had to put in extra effort to learn their parts
and attempt to sync with the unforgiving, and sometimes unpredictable clicks (over
the few ritardandos if I have to be technical). Members of the Alumni Choir were
able to meet — safely and during social distancing — to rehearse and record together;
while students from the Treble Choir and Senior Mixed Voice Choir of the College
(who were alumni of the primary school) did their parts largely in a DIY fashion at

home.

Just as I was sniffing around, trying to get my hands on some old pictures of Ms
Leung to include in the music video, it became apparent that everyone else had the
same thought, including Ms Leung herself. Competition for old photos was intense.
I knew I needed something exclusive, something special and something that would
drop that tear bomb! If T could not get hold of “exclusive” official photos from the
school archive, there was only one way I could go: to her loved ones — her family
members! (The few personal and exclusive photos in the music video were provided
lovingly and secretively by Ms Leung’s daughter, Wendy Suen (2002)!)

On 16 July 2021 at the farewell ceremony which followed the end-of-term
assembly, we premiered both the student version and the alumni version (which
really caught Ms Leung by surprise). Her reaction? It was probably in contention
for the worst kept secret!

I think anyone who has come to know Ms Leung over these years
would know exactly what she would say and how she would feel.
Such is the sincerity she radiated in every day of her 39 years here, :

HKDSE 2021

We are pleased to announce the results of our DSE graduates this year. We have three students who got level 5** in six subjects. Two
of them also got level 5** in the Mathematics extended module. Six other students got level 5** in five of their subjects. A total of 21
students got level 5** in four or more of their subjects.

95.1% of our students are qualified for JUPAS degree course.
Summary of results as follows,

* No. of level 5**: 184; 1.51 level 5** per student

* No. of level 5 or above (5**, 5%, 5): 601; 4.93 level 5 or above per student
* 89.3% of our students got level 5 or above in English Language

IBDP 2021

Congratulations to the class of 2021 on an incredible year of university offers during one of the most challenging years in university
admissions. All 48 of our IB graduates have either received unconditional offers from leading universities or met the requirements of
the conditional offers of their choice.

University Offers

In the UK, we have continued with excellent numbers for Oxford and Cambridge. This year, students had to be interviewed virtually,
which is not the norm, particularly for Oxford. SPCC remains at the top of the list in Hong Kong with 15 Oxbridge offers. From
Cambridge, our students received offers to study law, natural sciences, economics, mathematics, HSPS and computer science. Our
students also continue to receive offers from other highly selective institutions in the UK including Imperial College London, LSE,

UCL and King’s College London.

In the US, we have received offers from Dartmouth College, Cornell University, Yale University, Johns Hopkins University,
Northwestern University, Duke University, University of Michigan, UCLA, UC Berkeley, as well as the Yale-NUS double degree

programme, just to name a few.

We are excited to also see students pursue paths that are generally less travelled by, including one student who will pursue film
production at Emerson College and another who have received an offer to continue their music passion alongside their academics at

Oberlin College and Oberlin Conservatory of Music.

1. The average score of our 2021 cohort is 43.6 (out of a full score of 45).

2. Of our 48 students, 18 got a score of 45, 18 got a score of 44, and 4 got a score of 43.
3. 75% of our students got a score of 44 or above, compared to the world’s 1.6%.
